With approximately 3.9 million
residents, Berlin is not only the
political and cultural hub of
Germany, but also an important
business location with internatio-
nal reach. The city is home to the
federal government, numerous
federal agencies, associations
and international organisations.

TRANSPORT LINKS AND ACCESSIBILITY

Berlin is very well connected both nationally
and internationally.

Berlin Brandenburg Airport (BER) connects the
capital to 150 destinations around the world.

The city is connected to all German metropoli-
tan regions and central European cities such

as Warsaw, Prague, Vienna and Amsterdam by
long-distance train via the centrally located sta-
tions Berlin Hauptbahnhof, Stidkreuz, Ostbahnhof,
Zoologischer Garten and Gesundbrunnen.

An efficient railway network and a dense network
of motorways (A10, A100, A111, A113, A115) are
available for freight transport.

The Berlin Westhafen is connected to the Spree
and Havel rivers via canals and is an important
hub for freight transport in and around Berlin.

A CHANGING URBAN SPACE

Located between City West and Kurt-Schumacher-
Platz, the Urban Tech Republic is one of eleven
Berlin “Zukunftsorte” (future places) — a place that
combines the advantages of a central location with
green surroundings. Companies enjoy the benefits
of being close to science and business clusters as
well as short distances to the Government District,
central train station and airport.

It is the first
new-build plot to be marketed within the overall
development. It is conveniently located in close
vicinity to the Urban Tech Republic's growing
innovation community. The plot is fully developed
and ready for construction.

The plot is particularly suited for technology-
driven use with a high degree of innovation and

research. The legal basis for planning law is
provided by the urban development framework
and the final development plan 12-50a. Located
in the commercial area, the plot is close to expe-
rimental areas and allows for synergies with
stake-holders in the areas of science, develop-
ment and industry in neighbouring buildings.

EXISTING BUILDINGS AND DEMOLITION

The plot is currently built with simple adminis-
trative buildings and paved areas. The owner
plans for complete demolition of the buildings in
the 4th quarter of 2026. After demolition there
is no limit to potential new builds.

CONSTRUCTION PHASES AND TIMETABLE

The plot is part of the first construction phase of
the Urban Tech Republic. Technical infrastructure
is available and is expected to be updated and/or
modernised by 2030. Start of construction depends
on the progress of the competitive procedure and,
irrespective of this, should be possible in early
2026 once the demolition work is completed.
The start of construction depends on the granting
of a corresponding building permit and should be
possible from the beginning of 2027, once the
demolition work is completed.
